6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change on the syntax
6.1 Syntax for the Initiation Notification

The following ABNF [RFC2234 ] defines the syntax for the message. The order and the size of the fields MUST be same as specified in the following syntax of the Trigger Message.

Change 2:  Add the description for new fields
6.2.8  Initiator of the Management Action

The <initiator> field specifies how the server has interpreted the initiation of the management action, either because the end user requested it or because the server has management actions to perform. A client SHOULD follow this recommendation.

The values the Initiator of the Management action can have:

· Client (End User) Initiated management action – The <client> field specifies that the end user caused the device management session to start. This value is specified by using 1 bit and the bit value for end user initiated management session is “0”.

· Server Initiated management action – The <server> field specifies that the server (operator, enterprise) caused the device management session to start. This value is specified by using 1 bit and the bit value for Server initiated management session is “1”.

The <client> and <server> values do not convey any information related to “sync type” (for more information about Sync Types see the SyncML Synchronization protocol document [SYNCPRO] for details of Sync Types).
6.2.9  SendDevDetail
The <SendDevDetail> field specifies if the information within DevDetail management object is required by the DM Server for the subsequent management session.

The values of this field can have:

·  Send – The <Send> field specifies that the DM Server needs the information in DevDetail MO. This value is specified by using 1 bit and the bit value for it is “1”. The DM Client SHOULD send the required information to the DM Server when it initiates the management session.
· NotSend - The <NotSend> field specifies that the DM Server doesn’t need the information in DevDetail MO. This value is specified by using 1 bit and the bit value for it is “0”.
6.2.10 Timeout of the Notification message

The <Timeout> field specifies the days that during which the DM Server will keep the <sessionid> within the notification message. After the <sessionid> within the notification message is expired and the DM Client still initiates the management session, the DM Server will reject the session. This value is specified by 3 bits.
6.2.11 MO Identifier
The <MOI> field specifies the MOI which identifies the Management Object to be managed in subsequent management session. This field is speciied by 7 bits.
6.2.12 Future Use of the Device Management

The <future-use> field is reserved for the future fields for OMA Device Management. The reserved space is 16 bits long and the bit value for bits not yet in use MUST be “0”.
6.2.13 Session Identifier

The <sessionid> field specifies the identifier of the OMA DM session associated with the DM Message. This value is specified by using the 16 bits in the Trigger Message. The Session ID MUST be different between different management session Trigger Messages and the Client MUST use this Session ID when it connects to the OMA DM Server. If the server triggers the same management session several times, it is RECOMMENDED that the same Session ID be used. If client receives the same Session ID several times it is enough for a client to initiate only one management session.

When preparing the OMA DM Message for connection to the DM server, the binary session ID value from the trigger message, in the unsigned hexadecimal range of 1 through FFFF, SHALL be mapped to a string of hexadecimal digits (chosen from the numeric digits “0”-“9” and the upper-case letters “A”-“F”) of between one and four characters in length, inclusive, and placed in the <sessionid> element of the OMA DM message. Leading zeros MUST NOT be included.
6.2.14 Length of the Identifier

The <length-identifier> field specifies the length of the Server Identifier of the management server. The value of the Length Identifier is counted as Length of the server-identifier = DEC (length-identifier).

6.2.15 Server Identifier

The <server-identifier> field specifies the Server Identifier of the management server. Length of <server-identifier> is specified in the <length-identifier> field.

6.2.16 Vendor Specific Information length
The <vendor-length> field specifies the length of the vendor specific information. The value of this field is specified using 16 bits.

6.2.17 Vendor Specific Information
The <vendor-data> field is used to specify vendor specific information. Length of <vendor-data> is specified in the <vendor-length> field.

6.2.18 Length of the session reason

The field <reason-length> field specifies the length of the reason information for session. This value is specified by 16 bits.
6.2.19 Reason for session

The <reason-data> field specifies the displayable information as the reason why the DM Server wants the session to be triggered. The length of the <reason-data> is specified in the <reason-length> field
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
