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1 Reason for Change

DM notifications and bootstrap/sessionless messages can be delivered via many transports.  Broadcast is the latest transport that can be used for delivery of these notifications and messages.  Use of broadcast to deliver notifications can easily overwhelm a DM server with millions of devices attempting communication at once.

There is a strong need to have a random backoff function associated with a DM Server. This random backoff function would tell the DM Client to connect to the DM Server within a range of time after receipt of notification or sessionless message.
R01: corrects node title, clarifies what the value of the node must be.
2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

This optional node would apply only to DM 1.3 Clients, and could only be set by DM 1.3 Servers.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

This will have the beneficial effect of allowing mass delivery of notifications to devices without fear of overwhelming a DM Server.

5.3.1.25  Node: <X>/ RandomBackoff
This node specifies the range of time (in minutes) that a DM Client MUST use to connect to a DM Server after receipt of notification or additional bootstrap or sessionless message. The DM Client MUST choose a random time within the range to connect to the DM Server. If this node has a value of  zero or is omitted, then the DM Client MUST conform to the normal notification and bootstrap and sessionless rules.
