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1 Reason for Change

Section 5.3.5 talks about pushing data from the server to the client (e.g. DM Message), but the MIME type refers to the DM Notification.

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 5.3.5, Pushing Data from the server to the client
Pushing data from a server to a client is defined according to [PUSHOTA]. This functionality can be used to push a DM Message to a DM Client (e.g. sending a DM Bootstrap or DM Sessionless message). This functionality is similar to the push ofthe DM Notification [DMNOTI]. The model is as shown below.

The model is analogous to the push model described in [WSPBIND] with the difference being that instead of the push services between the Push Proxy Gateway (PPG) and the device being defined by the OTA-WSP protocol they are defined by the OTA-HTTP protocol. Full details of the specifics of both of these are described in [PUSHOTA].

When pushing DM Message from the DM Server to the DM Client, the following rules MUST be adhered to as well as the order of the HTTP headers:

· The Content-Type header MUST include the MIME media type, application/vnd.syncml.dm.xml or application/vnd.syncml.dm.wbxml for Device Management usage. The Content-Type binary code MUST be 0x42 (for wbxml) or 0x43 (for xml) for Device Management usage.

· The X-WAP-Application-ID header MUST include the application-id x-wap-application:syncml.dm for Device Management packages. The application-id binary code MUST be  0x07 for Device Management.

The Push Application architecture for (connectionless) OTA-WSP and OTA-HTTP is depicted below to illustrate the difference between DM Notification over WSP and over HTTP:
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Note that the push model is not limited to OTA usage, the model could also be used locally with, for example, a DM Server running on a PC connected to a DM Client via a cable. In this situation the DM Server would be REQUIRED to emulate the PPG services. This mechanism might prove useful to vendors who require a means of achieving local Server Alerted Notification over TCP.
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
