5.2  OTA Bootstrap Package Delivery

OTA (Over-the-air) delivery of the DM bootstrap package is based on OMA Push [PushOTA].  The policy that the Device consults to decide if a bootstrap package will be accepted is outside the scope of this specification.  One approach is for a Device to support the Push Management Object [PushMO], which maintains a “White List” of entities that are authorized to send OMA Push messages to the Device.  In this case the Device will process the Push message only if it originates from an authorized entity.
