The <preferred-bearer-1> and <preferred-bearer-2> fields specify the preferred bearers that the DM Client is requested to use for connecting to DM Server. These values are specified using 4 bits. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]If <preferred-bearer-1> is specified, DM Client SHOULD use it to connect to DM Server. If bearer associated with <preferred-bearer-1> value is not accessible, DM Client SHOULD use <preferred-bearer-2> if specified and is accessible. If <preferred-bearer-2> is not specified, DM Client SHOULD wait until <preferred-bearer-1> becomes accessible. 
If bearer associated with both <preferred-bearer1> and <preferred-bearer-2> values are specified but neither is accessible, DM Client SHOULD wait until <preferred-bearer-1> or <preferred-bearer-2> becomes accessible.
The values of the <preferred-bearer-1> and <preferred-bearer-2> fields MUST be one of the following:
