4. Introduction

The MO Index is a two byte value, and can be used to uniquely identify each MO. The MOID can be also used to uniquely identify each MO, but the MOID takes larger space than the MO Index since MOID is plain-text. The DM Notification can use MO Indexes as specified in [DMNOTI]. 
MO Index Definitions

The MO Index is a two byte value, and consists with high 12 bits and low 4 bits. The high 12 bits define each MO, and the low 4 bits specify the version of the MO.
