1 Reason for Change

The present CR aims to introduce a node in DMAcc which can be used by Management Authority to enable or disable the DM Client to use Sessionless Reporting feature, if DM Client supports it. 

The expected behaviour is the follow: as the Sessionless node is required (that is all 1.3 DM Client must support it) with ZeroOrOne occurrence, if a DM Server try to create the node it will not receive an error, (but also it can avoid to create it) and however a client not supporting sessionless reporting can ignore it.
