Package#0 is the default format used for the Notification Message. 
DM Notification messages are encoded in a simple binary format. DM Notification message consists of a fixed-sized header followed by options in Type-Length-Value (TLV) format and a digest. The number of options is determined by the header.
The following figure describes the format of the General Package #0.

Preferred-bearer Option
The <preferred-bearer> option specifies the preferred bearers that the DM Client is requested to use for connecting to DM Server. If multiple preferred bearers are specified, the bearers appeared first have higher priority. The DM Client SHOULD use the preferred bearers in higher priority if they are available. If none of indicated preferred bearers is accessible, the DM Client SHOULD wait until one of them becomes accessible.
