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1 Reason for Change

Note that three options for realising GwMO adaptation was presented in OMA-DM-GwMO-2011-0005R02-INP_Realizing_Adaptation_Mode in Honolulu meeting. The DM group had consensus to include these options in the GwMO TS as informative sections.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add text a diagram to section 9.1
9.1 Reusing existing MOs
The Management Tree of an End-Devices and inventory of End-Devices can be exposed to a Management Authority through GwMO Component.  This exposed Management Tree can include device management MO’s such as SCoMO and FUMO. As in Figure xy, this feature can be exploited to carry out adaptation functionality at the DM Gateway.
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Figure xy: GwMO adaptation realisation using existing MO’s

The key advantages of this approach is that a Management Authority can be completely unaware of the non-OMA DM protocol and the nature of End-Devices, while the adaptation responsibility is transferred to the DM Gateway  

The GwMO component translates OMA DM functionalities implemented in device management MO’s (eg., SCoMO, FUMO) such as semantics of OMA DM commands, responses and protocol sequences into a non-OMA DM protocol. However, further study is needed for ways of sending <status> or <result> back to the Management Authority.

Note the translation of OMA DM functionalities into a particular non-OMA DM is specific to each non-OMA DM specification and is out of scope this GwMO v1.0 spec.
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
