Change 1:  Updating Section 4
4. Introduction

The OMA DM  protocol [DMPRO] is used for the remote management of devices. In many instances, the OMA-DM Server and the OMA-DM Client communicate with each other directly. However, direct communication between the DM Server and the DM Client is not always possible, nor desirable, due to inaccessibility of devices behind a firewall or devices supporting a management protocol other than OMA-DM. This specification provides a framework for OMA DM to manage devices indirectly i.e. through a DM Gateway [DMDICT], as illustrated in Figure1.
 The DM Gateway supports various modes of operation.  The precise role played by the DM Gateway in a management session involving a DM Server and an End Device depends upon the mode of operation of the DM Gateway. In some instances the DM Gateway is managed by an OMA DM Server, and in turn, the DM Gateway manages other End Devices under it. In other instances, the DM Gateway merely enables a DM Server to communicate with an otherwise unreachable End Device. The modes of operation of the DM Gateway are defined in Section 5.1 and Section 8.
