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1 Reason for Change

The GwMO v1.1 RD introduces the following requirements:
(1) GwMO-AMode-005: The GwMO Enabler SHALL support the ability to manage End Devices that support Bluetooth.

(2) GwMO-AMode-006: The GwMO Enabler SHALL support the ability to configure parameters needed for the establishment and removal of the Association between an End device and a Gateway.
However, the TS have no concrete specification for the above requirements. In accordance with one of the defined approaches, this CR proposes to add new leaf nodes under Device Inventory MO. The change is limited within Device Inventory MO to minimize impact on the existing specifications.
