6 Detailed Change Proposal

OneM2M review comments & responses in RED
· The following is the outcome of the review: 

· High-Level Functional/Security Requirements/Session Operations/Resource Discovery: generally agreed; no comments

· “Resources” in M2Mi-EVE (Events): 

· Need to clarify “Use of the term Resource” and what level of granularity to be described on Resource such as attribute/object level, or general description. [OMA DM WG Response – updated the relevant words with a new table explaining various combinational levels]
· In oneM2M, a Resource is similar to an object which has attributes. Is this the use of the term resource by OMA?  [OMA DM WG Response – updated the relevant words with a new table explaining various combinational levels]
· M2Mi-EVE-001(Events): Comments “The oneM2M specification allows for flexible subscription of oneM2M Resources. You can look at the Core Protocols TS-0004 to see the criteria by which oneM2M Resources can be subscribed. In the next release of oneM2M the capability of subscribing to changes to the attributes of oneM2M Resources is being considered. We would like the interface to allow for subscription to changes to the attributes of oneM2M Resources.” [OMA DM WG Response – The needed subscriptions are available in the M2M interface V1.0 under Events requirements]
· M2Mi-EVE-002(Events): Comments “The requirements discuss events emitted by the DM Server itself. oneM2M doesn’t currently have requirements for subscribing to events emitted by the DM Server but if you could provide specifics of the events (e.g., changes on the operational status of the DM Server due to loss of database connectivity), we would be open to using applicable events.” [OMA DM WG Response– Requirements are in place in M2M interface V1.0. OMA defined protocols the details of the events related to OMA-DM protocol are available under Alerts Section and OMA-LWM2M protocol which are available under Response codes] 
· “retrieve” in M2Mi-EVE-005/6(Events): clarify the “retrieve” procedure and any added meaning on “notify”: Comments “These requirements should be clearer. We need to understand the purposes/reasons why OMA would believe a M2M Service Layer would require the capability to retrieve the events; since they already are being notified of events. Is this for synchronization purposes, would it be able to get a list of outstand events; historical events…” [OMA DM WG Response – The responsibility is kept in the DM layer to hold the entire events for synchronization or historical needs, which can be fetched from M2M Service Layer. Note the normally the events can be fetched by multiple parties north side of Device Management Layer.]
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
