More and more CE (Consumer Electronics) devices are getting DLNA certification and many of these devices can be expected to support UPnP DM rather than OMA DM.  Other devices may support other protocols like CWMP.  There is, therefore, a need to specify a protocol adaptation functionality for the remote management of devices that do not have the OMA-DM Client.

Market Benefits 
Supporting the protocol adaptation capability will enable management of CE devices that do not support OMA-DM via an OMA-DM capable internet gateway device.  This will greatly increase the appeal of OMA-DM as a converged device management protocol.
