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1 Reason for Change

When there are multiple management authorities, for the management session caused by the end user, the DM Client needs to know which MA should be chosen to establish the connection.  So The DM Client SHALL support a mechanism to choose appropriate DM Server when the DM Client initiates a management session for a specific management object.
