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1 Reason for Change

From the Boston Converged DM workshop, it is known that interworking between DM protocols of the other area is required to accomplish CDM. 

For example, OMA DM of WAN-side protocol should be interoperable with UPnP DM of LAN-side protocol in the gateway device which offers bridge functionality (such as transform or translation of message).

In CPNS WG, they started to consider the network beyond the cellular network which the mobile phone can be the gateway device and they want OMA DM to support their device management functionality.
