5. OMA DM 2.0 Overview

The DM Enabler includes the following four interfaces between a DM Client and a DM Server
· Notification from server to client to initiate a OMA DM Session
· Command channel for authentication and command exchange, this may also include management data
· Content delivery of management data
· User Interaction using web server component and web browser component
· Initial configuration to bootstrap the DM Client
The DM Enabler specifies the following content formats:
· Notification message to be delivered to the client in the DM Notification message
· Management Object Data
· Meta-Data 
· Alerts
Change 2:  Add new section for bootstrap
5.6 Initial Configuration to bootstrap DM Client

This interface is used when the DM Client needs to perform initial configuration aka ‘Bootstrap’.

DM Client MUST send its Device ID, DevInfo MO, and DevDetail MO to the DM Server for registering itself as managed device.

DM Client MAY also send Client side authentication credential (CLCRED authentication level) as DMAcc MO to the Server.

If the bootstrap request is accepted by the DM Server, the Server MUST return the updated DMAcc MO which contains the Server side authentication credential as the body part of HTTP ‘200 OK’ response.

At the end of initial configuration, the DM Client MUST send the list of Management Objects to be managed by the Server, and DM Server MUST response back with the list of Management Objects which is supported by the Server.
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
