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1 Reason for Change

DM 1.3 introduced the functionality of the Multiple Management Authority. However, access control based on ACL mechanism is overkilling for the requirements leaded from practical use cases.

This CR introduced new concept of “MO Sharing functionality”  and proposed to add Standard MO for DM 2.0 to support it.

Change 2:  New section in chapter 5 Management Object
5.3 Access Control for MO

DM Client has the way to check if the DM Server has the right to manage specific MO, and 
DM Client will expose specific MOs which are managed by the DM Server.

Additionally, DM Client MAY want to be managed by multiple DM Servers through single management interface (e.g. MO). In this case, ‘MO sharing” functionality is used.





5.3.1 MO Sharing

Generally speaking, each MO should be managed by single DM Server for consistent device management, but Device MAY allow another DM Server to manage the MO which is already managed by different DM Server.  This is done by ‘MO Sharing Process’.

MO Sharing Process is achieved by following steps:

1. DM Client modifies the access right information for the to-be-shared MOs.
2. DM Client sends the Management Tree Changed Alert to DM Server which is starting management of the MO.

3. DM Server, called Importing Server, can manage the new set of MOs.
4. Importing Server MAY starts further management on newly added MO.

The Device can configure the access right information to indicate the limitation on the management operations on the Sharing MO.
5.3.2 Access Right Information

The MO that the DM Server doesn’t have the right to manage cannot be seen from the DM Server, even though it is implemented on the device. The access right information can be initialized by the DM Client, and DM Server can add or remove the MO later by reconfiguring the access right information.
A Node can have the AR (access right) property, and the access right information is stored at this AR property. If a Node has the AR property, a non-empty AR value MUST be assigned to it. If a Node doesn’t have the AR property, the AR value for the Node MUST be inherited from one of the ancestors, which has the AR property. The root Node MUST always have the AR property, which guarantees the AR inheritance. The DDF file for Management Objects can describe which Nodes implement the AR property, and the AR property MUST NOT be dynamically assigned or deleted.
