MO Instance Management Object exposes the MO instance metadata to the DM Server. This MO is a special since the access control mechanism is not applicable for this MO. The DM Client MUST provide the metadata of MO instances according to following rules:

· When the DM Server retrieves this MO, the DM Client MUST provide the metadata of  an MO instance only if the DM Server has any access right for the MO instance or the MOID of the MO instance is provisioned during the bootstrap
· The metadata of the MO Instance MO itself  MUST NOT be included in this MO
· The DM Client MUST NOT allow the DM Server to modify this MO except the MIMO/<x>/Instances/<x>/AR node
