5.2.1.2 Package Options
Each Option MUST be uniquely identified with an Option Number, and MAY be present in the DM Notification. The Options MUST be ordered according to the Option Number in the DM Notification. The standard Options defined in this specification are as follows:

Table 1: Standard Options
Option carries the value whose format MUST be one of the followings:

· Uint: A non-negative integer which is represented in network byte order using the bytes which Option Length decides.  The Option Value range is calculated by 2 to the power of Option Length in bit. For example if the Option Length is 2, Option Value range is 0-65535 in decimal. 

· String: A Unicode string which is encoded using UTF-8 [RFC3629] in Net-Unicode form [RFC5198]. Note that ASCII strings (that do not make use of special control characters) are always valid UTF-8 Net-Unicode strings.

· Opaque: An opaque sequence of bytes. This type could be used when the other types than Uint or String is required. How to handle this type depends on the Option using this type.
The detailed explanations for each Options as follows:
· Server ID Option (SERVER-ID)
The SERVER-ID Option specifies the Server Identifier of the DM Server. This is the same identifier as in the DM Account Management Object. This Option MAY NOT be present if the DM Client is able to discover the Server Identifier of the DM Server that sent the DM Notification.
· Requested MO Option (REQ-MO)
The REQ-MO option specifies the ordered list of MO indexes. Since an MO index is represented as a two-byte value, the length of this Option MUST be an even number. Each MO index MUST be interpreted by the DM Client as the GET command to all MO instances for the MO index (i.e., the GET command to the ClientURI represented as (MOID "/*/") in ABNF form). The DM Server can request the DevInfo or other MOs by using this Option.

· Requested MO with Cache Validator Option (REQ-MO-CV)
The REQ-MO-CV option is very similar to the REQ-MO Option except that this Option can carry the cache validator for each requested MO . The length of this Option MUST be the multiple of 6 since each request for MO data is represented as 6 bytes. The first two bytes MUST specify the MO index which indicates the requested MO to be sent in Package #1. The other bytes specify the cache validator for the requested MO.

On receiving this Option and if the DM Client supports this option, then the DM Client MUST run the cache validation process to check whether the cache for the requested MO in the DM Server is fresh or stale. If stale, the DM Client MUST send the requested MO in Package#1, and if fresh, the DM Client MUST return the status code ‘XXX Not Modified’ to inform the DM Server that the cached MO data is fresh.

5.2.2 Package#1: DM Session Initiation by DM Client

DM session is only initiated by the DM Client, and the DM Client can send the Package#1 to initiate the DM session. 
This package MUST be implemented as HTTP POST Request [HTTP].

The requirements for the HTTP headers are specified in below table:

	A unique identifier for the device. It MUST contain the value of the DevInfo/DevID node.


The Package#1 is used by the DM Client:

· To send to the DM Server the list of supported MOs if requested by the DM Server in Package#0: in this case one “MOS” (Management Objects Supported) array MUST be included in the package. Each item of the array, representing a MO, MUST contain the following properties:

· The link to the DDF file

· The MOID of the MO

· The MIIDS array containing the list of the MIIDs of the MO instances for the MOID

The MOID MUST be provided to the DM Server only if the DM Server provisioned the MOID during the bootstrap. Once the MOID is provided to the DM Server, the MIID for the MOID MUST be provided to the DM Server if the DM Server has any permission for the MO instance.
· To send to the list of status codes for the REQ-MO or REQ-MO-CV Option included in the DM Notification. The status code for the GET command MUST be used. The status codes of the list MUST be ordered as the same sequence with the MO indexes in the REQ-MO or REQ-MO-CV Option. The requested MO data is embedded in the HTTP message using multipart Content-Type as specified in the Appendix X.
· To inform the DM Server of any Client Initiated Alert: in this case one “Alert” array MUST be included (see Chapter 5.3. 
Note: How to request the supported management objects is TBD (e.g., a new option can be defined).
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
