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1 Reason for Change

This CR actually proposes to distinguish the rights for managing data and managing access control in DMNG.

DM 1.3 has been mixed the rights for managing data and managing access control (ACL) as below.

	Rights for managing data (data stored in DM Tree)
	Rights for managing access control

	Get, Delete, Add, Replace, Exec
	Get, Replace


 This approach is not secure since it allows most of DM Servers to modify the ACL value even in un-desirable situation. It comes much clearer when Multiple MAs are considered. An Example is as follows.
· DMS1 delegates its authorities to DMS2 to share the management of a sub-tree. In most cases, DMS1 should allow Replace right on the sub-tree since Replace right is required for managing data. Then, DMS2 can delete the entire DMS1’s rights accidently or maliciously.
