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1 Reason for Change

We will not have interface between Web Server component and DM Server, and that has to be one endpoint.
On contrast, we should have a interface for Web Browser component which interact with DM Server for better interoperability.
R01: the interface for UI Interaction Event (notification) is recovered and changed as DM-4 interface
R02: added OMA-Push Server and DM-4 and DM-5 interfaces reflecting discussion result of definitions and call flows;
· OMA-Push Server is referenced as reusable component
· DM-3 is an interface to deliver Web contents regarding UI interaction. DM Server can also  get the result of UI interaction through this interface. 
· DM-4 is an optional interface for standalone Web Browser to notify UI interaction events to DM Client
· DM-5 is an interface to retrieve or to send common (shareable between different Clients)  Management Data 
R03: DM-3 and DM-4 is removed, and DM-5 becomes now DM-3
R04: Change back the interface of “Data Repository” to out-of-scope
