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1 Reason for Change
A DM Server account is created in a DM Account MO tree of a DM Client after bootstrapping. And the DM Server is capable of managing the DM Client after the DM account is created. However, the DM Server has the unlimited control time by default. If the DM Client is roaming and bootstrapped to a roaming DM Server, after roaming, this DM Server is still able to control the DM Client, unless the DM Client removes the DM account. Besides, user may not know the roaming DM Server still has power to control his device since most DM management doesn’t inform user.
We propose that a valid date should be added into bootstrap message and Account MO to control the valid period of a DM account. If the valid period is expired, the DM Server loses the control to the DM Client.
