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1 Reason for Change

1. Only one UI session per the DM Server is enough to interact with user. Also if we support to have multiple UI session per one DM Server, we need to define UI identifier which is not really needed and brings complex.
For this reason, this CR proposes to use DevID, which is assigned to the DM Client, to identify UI session.

2. Since UI session and DM session is totally different, in order for DM Server to retrieve UI result from Web Server, it is necessary that the Web Server know DevID for distinguishing which UI result belongs to which DM Client. 
To provide interoperability between Web Servers which is connected to the DM Server respectively, we should specify only one solution.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Change Introduction section
13.1 Introduction
OMA DM 2.0 supports the web-based user interaction to communicate with the user. This user interaction is accomplished via a UI session between the Web Browser Component and the Web Server Component, which is separated from the DM session. Therefore the DM Server and the DM Client don’t have knowledge about the context of the UI session, and the result of the UI session is transmitted using the internal interface between the Web Server Component and the DM Server. 
In this specification, only one UI session per the DM Server is supported for the DM Client. In this way, UI session can be identified by the device identifier so the DM Server doesn’t need to keep any identifier for UI session. If the DM Server sends SHOW command even though UI session is on-going for the DM Server, the DM Client MUST terminate the current UI session and initiate new UI session based on the SHOW command.

DM 2.0 supports two UI types: NoUserInput, UserInput. Detail descriptions are described in the following sections.

Change 2:  Add new section to explain transferring device identifier
13.6 Transferring Device Identifier in UI Session

In UserInput UI session type, it is necessary for Web Browser to deliver the device identifier of the DM Client to Web Server via UI session so that the DM Server can identify which UI result belongs to the DM Client when the DM Server retrieves UI result from Web Server. For this reason, the DM Client sends its device identifier to Web Browser when initiating UI session.

The below describes how to embed device identifier in HTTP request from Web Browser to Web Server. Non-standard HTTP request header MUST be included in the first HTTP request from Web Browser to Web Server.
