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1 Reason for Change

The followings are the reason for each changes. 
Change the text for the DIAG-GEN-04 since the term ‘Collecting’ delivers the meaning of the trap information more clearly than ‘Recording’ does. In addition, the collection of the trap information shall be done quite naturally when Trap events.
Change the text for the DIAG-GEN-05 since the capturing the trap information, storing them, or reporting them can be done time based as well as event based by using DM Scehduling.

DIAG-GEN-6 is proposed to be removed since guaranteeing the successful reporting is not possible to support.

DIAG-GEN-6: Reporting MAY be periodic or based on conditions which guarantees reporting success and resource consumption 
Add the following new requirements:

DIAG-GEN-06: Trap information should support various types of the measurement data.

DIAG-GEN-11: This requires the support for the remote monitor.

DIAG-GEN-12: This requirement mandates the logging of the Trap events so as not to lose the Trap events from being delivered to the server.

DIAG-GEN-13: This requirement mandates the interoperability with DM Scheduling enabler.
