5.4.3  Trap  Flows                                                                            (Informative)
The flow described in this section shows how the Management Authority can receive notifications about the Events on which they registered, and how the captured Events are used as a trigger for other management operations. 
5.4.3.1     Trap Notification Flow

This flow shows a sequence of the steps taken until the Management Authority is able to receive the notifications about the Events and the associated information. 

1. A Management Authority gets information about a list of the available Events that can be captured and reported.

2. The Management Authority registers on one of those Events.
3. The Event occurs and it is captured.
4. The DiagMon Agent gets indication about the occurrence of the Event and the associated information.

5. The DiagMon Agent  requests the DM Client to send a notification message to the management authority.

6. DM Client sends a notification message.
Note: It is possible that multiple Management Authorities may register on any Events at the same time.
5.4.3.2     Trap-based Scheduling Flow 

This flow shows a sequence of the steps taken until the scheduled management operations are executed at the occurrence of an Event. 
7. A Management Authority gets information about a list of the available Events.

8. The Management Authority creates and installs a Scheduling Context that utilizes one of the Events as a trigger.

9. The Event occurs.

10. The DiagMon Agent captures the Event and provides a trigger to the DM Scheduler.
11. The DM Scheduler executes the scheduled management operations.
Note: It is possible that multiple Management Authorities may create the Scheduling Contexts that uses the same Events.
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
