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1 Reason for Change

The DiagMon Functions TS currently implies that this document will define additional MOs to realize specific DiagMon functions.  However, the current understanding within the DM WG is that the DiagMon Functions TS will perhaps not define new MOs but it will describe extensions needed to the DiagMon MO to realize specific DiagMon functions.  The main purpose of this CR is to update the Scope section to better reflect the current understanding of the DM WG.
Additionally, this CR adds a “place-holder” section for the DFID registration procedure.

Existing DiagMon MO features are reused and this document provides information on the standardised MO format of a set of diagnostics functions.   This specification defines:

· The standardized Diagnostics Function Identifier (DFID) format for each of the diagnostics functions covered in this specification

· Any additional information to execute the diagnostics function 

· The location and format of the data as result of diagnostic function execution on the device.
