This function will allow the server to determine the roaming status of a device i.e. it indicates whether the device is in its Home Network or not. Furthermore, the server will be able to determine information about the network the device is roaming in i.e. MCC and NMC for 3GPP networks. The combination of MCC and MNC can be used to uniquely identify a mobile phone operator.
