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1 Reason for Change

There are several scenarios there it is not practical to mandate that the client MUST send a Generic Alert back to the server. Here are some scenarios:
1) After firmware is downloaded before it is installed the end user may re-flash the device
2) After firmware is downloaded before it is installed the end user may perform master reset

3) The same server may initiate a new firmware before the previous one is installed. The current spec does not contain any valid status code except 409 (Undefined Error) since the current spec does not handle that scenario. 

2 Impact on Backward Compatibility

None, a server must be able to handle client that not send status reporting anyway, for example a client that perform master reset will not send a status report anyway.
3 Impact on Other Specifications

6 Detailed Change Proposal

6.2 Use of Generic Alert for Notifications

At the end of the operation invoked by the Exec commands in section 6.1, the device SHOULD send a notification to the DM server via a Generic Alert [DMPRO] message.  The alert message includes the following data:
· An integer result code – Used to report status of the operation

· The URI of the Firmware Update Management Object – Used to identify the source

· An alert type – Used to identify the operation

· Correlator – Used by the server and passed as part of the Exec command

Alerts that are reporting an error or failure condition SHOULD report a severity other than Informational in the Mark field of the Meta information.

Once the Generic Alert message is sent to the DM Server at the end of the operation, the device MUST NOT retry the operation invoked via the Exec command by the DM Server without further server intervention. 

NOTE: If the server needs to retrieve additional information, such as State, then the server MAY query the device for those specific nodes.

NOTE: When a server initiate a new FUMO operation and the previous one is not completed then the client MAY not send the status code from the previous FUMO operation.
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
