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1 Reason for Change

The Lightweight M2M protocol must support to be operated by telecom carriers for service charge and management. Service charge and management is important for the whole system of Lightweight M2M protocol as it’s indispensable for any M2M device to access telecom network, and important for operating any services based on M2M devices.

Service charge and management could be conducted through the related platform located at telecom operator side.
