B.X Movable Asset Management
B.X.1 Short description

Automobile and electric bike are typical movable asset that need carefully management. The following figure shows the infrastructure of a movable asset management system.

The system should provide the following capabilities:

· The asset owner could send a command to query the state / location of the movable asset.

· The device should have a unique ID in service layer, no matter it uses circuit based communication method or IP-based method. The application server sends data to device with service layer ID. Application gateway is reponsible to translate the ID to a reachable address. This will keep the device to be simple and low cost. 

· Only the authorized asset owner / application server / gateway could communicate with the M2M device. The authentication should be performed directly to the M2M application or to the authenticated M2M gateway. 

· In order to protect asset and prevent illegal ripoff, the SIM card and device should lock each other to prevent that SIM card is removed from the device for illegal usage.
B.X.2 Market Benefits 

The market already has millions of automobiles and e-bikes and other types of movable assets. The system will help owners to manage and protect their properties. 

B.X.3 Functional Requirements

· The protocol shall support unique ID in service layer to identify a lightweigh M2M device.

· The protocol shall support mutual authorization between M2M device and SIM card.
· The protocol shall carry enough authentication information for two-way authentication between device / gateway and application.
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
