Reason for Change
Lightweight M2M should support provisioning of the network access priority parameters (e.g., access class defined in 3GPP, 3GPP2, and 802.11 Enhanced DCF Channel Access) associated with an M2M device for congestion control in wireless access networks. The access priority parameters in an M2M device are used to determine if and when the device can send the connection requests over the air to the base station or access points in a wireless network. A wireless network may service the time-varying traffic during regular time and emergency events from M2M devices and non-M2M devices (e.g., cellular phones and laptops). The access priority parameters may include default access class, allowable access classes (e.g., for dual priority mode M2M device in 3GPP), etc.
This CR proposes a requirement to support provisioning the access priority parameters in an M2M device.
