5.1 Architecture Overview
Client-Server architecture is introduced for LWM2M enabler. The LWM2M enabler has two components, LWM2M server and LWM2M client. And four interfaces are designed between these two components. The LWM2M-1 is device discovery and registration. This interface is initiated by the LWM2M device to connect to the LWM2M server and register on the LWM2M Server. The LWM2M-2 is bootstrap. This interface is used by LWM2M server to initiate the parameters and configuration on LWM2M client. The LWM2M-3 is management and service. This interface is initiated by LWM2M server to perform device management and transfer service data. The LWM2M-4 is information reporting. This interface is initiated by the LWM2M Client to report information to LWM2M server. The following figure shows the architecture of LWM2M enabler.
