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Detailed Change Proposal

5.4 Message frame format
Message should be composed of message head and message body. Message head is the Mandatory public part for each message. It contains the basic message information, includes the message Total Length, Command Code, Sequence Number, Resend Number, Version, Reserved word, and Terminal Serial Number.

The detailed explaination for each word of message head is below:
Total Length: The total data length (unit: bytes) for each message.
Command Code: What action the message is to execute. 
Sequence Number. Sequence number of the message. It is used to identify each message, and match the require-response message pair. The rule of the generation of Sequence Number is:	Comment by 牛亚文: 流水号如何增加？最大之后如何返回初始值？
1. The LWM2M Device and the M2M Service Provider maintain the Sequence Number separately. The response-request pair should use the same Sequence Number for matching.
2. During the same connection, Sequence Number should be increased for each message. When the Sequence Number reach the max, it should return to the start.
3. For the resend message, the Sequence Number must NOT be increased. 
Resend Number. The number to identify how many times the message resends. It should be set to 0 for the first time to send, and be increased when resend. When Resend Number exceed the max number, the message transmit for this time failed.  
Version: Version of the lightweightM2M protocol. 
Reserved: Reserved word for extension.
Terminal Serial Number: The unique identification for each terminal.	Comment by 牛亚文: 终端序列号的作用？指向另外一个终端，还是携带本终端的序列号？

Message body is composed of the content part and the abstract part. The content part contains the interactive data, and the abstract part is to validate the message integrity and legitimacy. 
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
