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1 Reason for Change

If the LWM2M Server can understand an Object somehow by obtaining Object specification (e.g., via OMNA, vendor specific), the only thing the LWM2M Server need to know is whether the LWM2M Client supports which optional Resources in a certain Object at deployment.

So this CR proposes to query which Resources are really implemented in the Client.

Change 1:  Change 5.3.1
5.3.1 Read

The “Read” logical operation is used to access the value of a Resource, an array of Resource Instances, an Object Instance or all the Object Instances of an Object. The “Read” logical operation has the following parameters:

	When present, the LWM2M Client responses which optional (i.e., not Mandatory) Resources are implemented among optional Resources specified in Object specification.
The format of the response is an array of </Object ID/Resource ID>.

For example, the LWM2M Server sends “Read” logical operation to Connectivity Statistics Object with this parameter, the response could be “</6/2>,</6/3>, </6/4>”, which means that the Client supports Resource ID 2, 3, 4 among optional Resources in Connectivity Statistics Object.
This parameter MUST be only valid when only Object ID and Optional Resource Discovery parameters are specified.
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
