Appendix D.2  Open Mobile Naming Authority (OMNA) Guidelines
This appendix defines guidelines for OMNA regarding registries and protocol ID ranges to be maintained. 

D.2.1  Object Registry

LwM2M Objects must be registered with the OMNA Lightweight Object registry. There are three classes of Objects in which an Object can be registered:

· OMA Objects (oma label) – Objects registered by the Open Mobile Alliance, ID range: 0 to 1,023
· Reserved Object ID range: 1,024 to 2,047.
· 3rd Party Standards Development Organisation (SDO) Objects (ext label) – Objects registered by a 3rd party Standards development Organizations or Alliances,Object ID range: 2,048 to 10,240.
· Vendor Specific Objects (x label) – Objects registered by a vendor or individual, Object ID range: 10,241 to 26,240. Objects produced by vendors that doesn’t need registration, the Object ID can be reused, ID range: 26,241 to 32,768 such Objects  are  private (no DDF or Specification made available) or public.

Each one of these classes is assigned a range of IDs by OMNA.

The URN format for an Object is automatically built from the class of Object, the Object ID and potentially the Object Version (see Section 6.2 Object Versioning) as follows:

urn:oma:lwm2m:{oma,ext,x}:{Object ID}[:{version}].

D.2.2  Resource Registry

LwM2M Objects are specified as being composed of Resources, each identified by a Resource ID. Resources can either be specific to each Object with meaning only when used in that Object, or Reusable Resources can be registered, assigned an ID from the OMNA range and re-used in any Object. The following Resource ID ranges are defined:

· Common Resources - Object specific Resource ID range: 0 to 2,047. Defined by the Object specification.

· Reusable Resource ID range: 2,048 to 26,240.  Registered by an Object Specification, with the Resource ID assigned by OMNA. Defined in any Object specification. Resources from this Resource ID range can be re-used in any Object. These Resources can be registered by companies, standards organizations or alliances. Private registrations are not allowed. 
· 
· Private Resource ID range: 26,241 to 32,768. This range is allocated for private usage, no registration is necessary and it is open to be re-used.
A Reusable Resource ID registration entry MUST define the Resource Name, Resource ID (assigned by OMNA), Supported Operations, Data Type, Range or Enumeration, Units, Submitter and Description of the Resource.
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
