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1 Reason for Change

In LwM2M 1.0, any data sent from a LwM2M Device is either the result of a direct READ Operation or the result of an OBSERVE Operation.
However, some applications may have dynamic data models that make it impossible for the Server to know in advance which data they should READ or OBSERVE.

The only workaround today is to have a Server send an OBSERVE generic enough that a lot of data (among which potentially a lot is not really desired by the Server) is OBSERVEd and then sent back by the Client.
This generates a lot of useless data transmissions both in terms of undesired data and in terms of establishment of the OBSERVE.

This problem was already highlighted and discussed a long time ago in a public comment on the OMA Github:
https://github.com/OpenMobileAlliance/OMA_LwM2M_for_Developers/issues/171
The current document propose to add a requirement under which a Client can send data to the server, using (for example) a single PUT/POST command (in either HTTP or CoAP). However, the definition of the actual mechanism is left out of this requirement proposal.
