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Reason for Change
In case of non-IP devices, that are limited to communication over Control Plane and do not support IP based communication, an SMS trigger could initate a device to connect to send a Registration Update over Non-IP. 
In case of non-IP devices, that can also support IP based communication, an SMS trigger could initate a device to connect to send a Registration Update over IP. In this scenario, a non-IP device would receive a SMS Trigger and initiate communication over IP.

	UNT (Non-IP with UDP and SMS Trigger) 
	The LwM2M Server expects that the LwM2M Client is reachable via the SMS binding at any time. 
If the LwM2M Server sends requests to a LwM2M Client using the UDP binding, The LwM2M Client MUST send the response to such a request over the UDP binding. 
If the LwM2M Server sends requests to a LwM2M Client using the SMS binding, The LwM2M Client MUST send the immediate response to such a request over the SMS binding. 
If the LwM2M Server sends requests to a LwM2M Client using the Non-IP binding, The LwM2M Client MUST send the immediate response to such a request over the Non-IP binding. 
The LwM2M Server MAY request the LwM2M Client to perform “Update” operation via UDP by sending “Execute” operation on “Registration Update Trigger” Resource via SMS.
