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1 Reason for Change

The SACMO workflow concept uses the notion of a “Process” node to contain the pointers to the actual executable steps.  As currently defined, these pointers target MO nodes.  There are use cases where it is desirable to pass control to an arbitrary (possibly proprietary) client for execution and then return control to the SACMO client to resume execution of the transaction in progress.  One example of this would be to allow out-of-band (ie, non-DM) firmware updates on a device.  
This CR introduces a node under the Process node called “TargetApp” that allows passing control to a device client.  A sub-node called TargetParams contains data to be passed to the client, and a node called WaitForApp allows interrupting the SACMO transaction while the non-DM client activity is taking place.
