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1 Reason for Change

This CR provides three download related requirements for the DM_SCOMO RD. 
1、In section 6.1.5, we add one IOP requirement for the SCOMO enabler.
Reason: This is an optional feature of the SCOMO enabler that makes it possible to be interoperable with alternate download mechanisms, such as DLOTA.
2、In section 6.2.1, we add one OSR requirement for the DMS.
Reason: Device Management System SHALL be able to deliver software components to the device, over OMA-DM protocol or over alternate download mechanisms.
3、In section 6.2.2, we add one OSR requirement for the Device.
Reason: The device SHALL support downloading software components from a DMS by executing the Exec command on the download node.
After offline discussion with interested parties, we drop the last two requirements, and reword the IOP requirements and OSR requirement.
