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1 Reason for Change

Current SCOMO specification specifies the requirements on whether certain primitives need to be supported. There are inconsistencies among the descriptions and tables that need to be corrected. And the pre-condition for Exec command on the Deployed tree contains nodes that don’t belong to the Deployed tree.
