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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes further clarifications for EnvType nodes in SCOMO tree. This was discussed in Bangkok as well as Bellevue meetings with the following input:

1. It was agreed that EnvType in the execution environment is currently unclear.

2. EnvType nodes were originally meant to have semantics similar to Environment Type in the DLOTA specification:

R02 revises change #3, now #1, to be optional because once the Software Component has been deployed – it implies the Environment has already been met, hence the value of the node is for book-keeping only. 

R03 updates the description based on comments received during the London meeting (removing the mention of package). We would also like to discuss with the WG whether it makes sense to add DLOTA 2.0 as an informative reference. If the WG thinks it’s a good idea – then it can be added as online changes, or as a separate CR.
R04 proposes a resolution for this node which is consistent with the resolution agreed for the EnvType node in the other branches.
