· Download/<X> dynamic node creation

· At least the following nodes need to be set with an appropriate value:

· Download/<X>/PkgID

· Download/<X>/PkgURL

· Download/<X>/Operations… (at least one Operation sub-node for the Primitive to be executed)

· In case that Download/EnvType is specified and is incompatible with the environment on the device the SCOMO Client MUST respond with a status code indicating a failure  in case of a synchronous response or with  SCOMO Result Code 413 (Operation rejected – unsupported environment) within Generic Alert if responding asynchronously.
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
