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1 Reason for Change

The Minimum Access Type values specified for some of the executable nodes (./.../Operations/*) are wrong and conflict with the DDF.
All these nodes should have Min. Access Type = Exec. No other access is needed.
Scope of change – section 7.4
Impact if not changed: Specification is wrong and may confuse implementers and also conflicts with the DDF. Also there is a risk that if the automatic tool is used to generate the DDF from the TS, the DDF will be corrupted as well.
