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1 Reason for Change

It is typical that application needs configuration parameters in order to run correctly in execution environment. Some applications has already defined the Management Object for this purpose, e.g. DS Client, CAB Client, etc. For these applications it is better to associate the Application MO as the configuration parameters.

Some applications haven’t defined Management Object and SCOMO can be extended to contain these parameters.
