Change 2:  The Description for the dependency over other DM Enablers has been modified in section 5.1.
Other DM Enablers
The DM Scheduling Enabler reuses the capability supported by other Device Management Enablers for the execution of scheduled management tasks supported by one of them. Those Enablers include but not limited to the Management Object Enablers (FUMO, SCOMO, for example) specified by OMA or other standard bodies.

Change 3:  DM Scheduler description has been changed to allow implementation to bundle the DM Scheduler capability into the DM Client in section 5.3.2.
The Device Management Scheduler or DM Scheduler is the abstract software component in the Device implementation that serves as an end-point of the DM Scheduling Protocol. Depending on the implementation, the DM Scheduler may be bundled into the DM Client so that DM Client includes the functionality of the DM Scheduler. The DM Scheduler is responsible for receiving, checking, configuring, and running the schedules in the Device. The DM Scheduler should be able to interface with User Interface, OMA-DM Enabler, and other DM Enablers for that purpose.
Change 4:  In section 5.3.4.2, description about DM-1’ interface has been modified to be consistent with the Change 3.
The DM-1' is the interface between the DM Scheduler and the DM Client. Through this interface, the functionality provided by the DM Client is reused for the processing of the scheduled DM Commands. Basically, part of the protocols specified for the DM-1 interface in [OMA-DM] is reused for the exchange of the DM Commands and its responses through this interface. This interface can be implemented as an internal communications within the device, and in some implementation, the DM Client and the DM Scheduler may be bundled together. There need to be defined small number of additional restrictions on top of [DMREP], especially on the usage of the messages, but the rest of the details are left to implementation.
