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1 Reason for Change

The current version of Scheduling TS doesn’t have reporting MOs. It should be possible to specify the time window during which data should be uploaded by the client to server. For example management authority is interested in receiving data only between 10pm to 2am. It should also be possible to notify the user before uploading any collected data to server. The later, as per law may be required in certain countries.
This change request attempts to address above requirement.
