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1 Reason for Change

This CR aims to add the Scheduling Context verification functionality in the Scheduling TS specification.
When the Scheduling Messages are received from the DM server, they are authenticated and then verified to the extent possible. That is, the Device will check the message for correctness in grammar, if the server has sufficient access rights for the request, if there is any wrong configuration, and if it is capable to run them.  After completion of the authentication and verification task, the Schedules are stored in the DM Tree of the Device.
The Scheduling Context verification functionality is very important and necessary. Without this mechanism, the Scheduling Context installed by DM Server may be incorrect, mis-configured, or can’t be executed by the device.

Change 1:   Add Scheduling Context verification functionality in section 5.1.1
5.1.1 Scheduling Context Installation, Reconfiguration, and Removal

Mainly from the security considerations, the installation of the new Scheduling Context SHALL be done directly by the DM server through OMA DM sessions specified in [DMPRO]. That is, it SHALL NOT be done indirectly by executing the scheduled management operations. The same is true for the Reconfiguration and Removal of the installed Scheduling Context in the device.
