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1 Reason for Change

Currently one scheduling context can have multiple components. Each component derive its initial state (whether to run or not after schedule is started) from context InitState. This means that all components will run if the context is set to “running” state. This may not be a desirable situation always. You may not want to run component2 until component1 finishes.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

5.1.3 Schedule Component

The Schedule component represents each of the management schedules comprised in the Scheduling Context. The client performs the scheduling operation for the active Schedule components as described in section 5.2.

 The Schedule component also has states, active and inactive. When the Scheduling Context starts running from the beginning, i.e. when the Scheduling Context first starts after being installed or reconfigured, when it starts from the Stopped state, or when device power recycles,  the state of the child Schedule component SHALL be copied from its initial state, i.e. x/Schedule/x/InitState management object, unless set by the server. The state SHALL be maintained while the parent Scheduling Context is suspended so that the Scheduling Context can be resumed from the point where it was suspended. If the Scheduling Context is stopped, all the included Schedule components SHALL be deactivated, and the initial states MUST be used when it is restarted. 
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
