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1 Reason for Change

This CR suggests that the Scheduling TS should not specify how the device gets a schedule reschedule from an end-user.

Section 5.2.2.3 currently reads;

5.2.2.3  Reschedule

If this user interaction type is specified in the Schedule Component, the Client SHALL allow the user to type in a date and time of the new schedule within the deadline. When the schedule is modified by the user, it MAY be reported to the server as specified in section 7.
I have the following issue with this section;
Change 1:  Should not specify how Client gets new schedule time
How the device asks for and/or receives a schedule reschedule (i.e. a new date & time) should be left up to implementation.

The specifications should only ask that a report be sent back after the change.
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
