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1 Reason for Change

In an effort to tighten the loosely scoped areas of the Scheduling enabler that caused unnecessary complexity of the technical solution thereby creating implementation burden, DM group has been working on a series of change requests against Scheduling RD, AD, and TS. A consensus has been reached among the companies on the new RD of the Scheduling Enabler except release planning on a couple of features as outlined below. This CR suggests one option to resolve them to finish the RD changes so that group can move on to discuss AD.
Schedule Modification: this requirement is deemed the same technically as the cases where User defers the execution of time-based Schedule, and will provide the User more enhanced experience for the management services. No additional technical difficulties are found yet except user interface, which is mostly vendor specific and largely depends on the vendors’ choice. 
Event-based Scheduling: this requirement is deemed easy to get once the timer-based scheduling is implemented because the different type of trigger wouldn’t require the changes in the architecture of the Scheduling Operations or Scheduling Client (or Agent), which is one of the most important architectural perspectives of Scheduling enabler. In addition, this requirement is highly required in the light of the use cases and considering the usability of the enabler, itself.
